Many of us who grew up in
Christian households often find
later in life that our walk with
the Lord was not as strong as
we first thought.

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STAFF TIP: Linking and Sharing

In today’s world of technology, most people expect to have information available at their
fingertips. And not only that, but they want that information to be short and to the point.
URL shorteners have become a popular tool for this reason, providing easy-to-read,
quick links. However, some may not want to click on these due to security concerns. To
alleviate such an issue, BLB has its own URL shortener, providing unique short links to
;,ﬁ; each page on our website. The short link always begins with blb.sc, which are the initials
for Blue Letter Bible and Sowing Circle. At the top of any page, clicking “Link” in the app
bar will automatically convert that page’s URL to a bl/b.sc link. This shortened link can
then be easily and safely shared through text, email, or social media.

On that topic of social media, right below the “Link” button, you will find the “Share” button. Clicking
this button will display two sections. The first is “Share This Page,” which has social media links to
Facebook, Twitter, LinkedIn, and Tumblr. These facilitate quick and easy sharing of the page you are
currently on. The second is “Email This Page.” If you have made a free BLB account and are logged
in, you can email the link directly to a family member or friend. Just enter their email in the “To:” box,
include a short description in the “Comments” section, and click “Send Email”. This is a simple and

is understanding the parsing (parts of speech) of each word. Very few of us understand what a
Genitive case is in the Greek or a what a Qal stem is in the Hebrew, after all.

We have offered these helps for quite some time in the Greek, so we are
eager to include the same tools for the Old Testament Hebrew as well.

When you click on the parsing button for any Greek or Hebrew word, you will be greeted with a
brand-new popup window. At the top, we show the data that you are used to, such as the Strong’s
number, inflected and root forms, and the parsing code. Right below that, you will see each part of
the word’s grammar, such as stem, type, and person.
